You are more than welcome to share booths with other vendors. Please keep in mind that acceptance will be based on the samples you provide and those samples must represent all the items you intend to bring to Art in the Gardens. 
Please fill out one application only for the combined work of your intended group. There should be one contact responsible for passing on all the information to the rest of your group. We cannot be responsible for contacting multiple people represented in one booth.  
Acceptance:

There will be approximately 45 total booth spaces available, inside the Education and Visitor Center and outside, on the lawn in front of the Education and Visitor Center.  Notifications of application acceptances will go out the week of March 8, 2020. We will notify you by email regardless of the status of your acceptance.

Vendor Fees:
